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SUMMARY

The goal of this research is the theoretical-methodological basis of the approach to the
innovative development management of the local-self government level through the projection of the
new knowledges to the forming innovative system.

The reasonability of the management system formation by the territories innovative development
on the base of new knowledges is grounded; system significant factors, which are necessary to
distinguish “the core” of this system are investigated; corresponding models (conceptual and
formalized) that condition the direction of the innovation development vector to knowledge economy
and information society forming are offered.

The essence of the notion “an innovative system” is described, the composition of its components
and their role in the innovative development providing are substantiated. The relevant Ukrainian
normative base is analysed.

The system factors, necessary for the selection of the “kernel”, are researched; the key factors
of the innovative development are determined. The relevant models are offered.

The indispensable and sufficient conditions of providing the innovative development
successfulness are formulated. The following ones belong to them: the developed innovative system,
appropriate normative base, proper innovative culture, and organized interaction of institutions that
belong to the innovative system, provide the transinstitution and synergetic effect, and are the subjects
of the innovative development management.

The role of new knowledges in the economy growing and innovative development of a country
on the whole is investigated.

The of principle differences of new knowledge (knowledge which is got as aresult of educational,
elucidative, informatively-communication and other activity) open up from everyday).

The paradigm of innovative development, based on information, experience and knowledge,
production and dissemination of which as an innovative product is the key to development of
informative society, is substantiated.

The definition of the notion “innovation based on new knowledge” is offered: it is the result of
transformation of unique for this object (subject) knowledge on a product which has a public utility,
positively influences on the vital functions of having a special purpose group of population, raise its
competitiveness, takes into account a “spiral effect”, generates new knowledges.
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
